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Dr. Bade knew he wanted to study eccentric ex-
ercise with patients with knee OA, but he had a
very limited research budget and could only do
the clinic trial if the equipment was donated.

“BTE has been very generous,” said Dr. Bade.
“Not only did they donate an Eccentron for use
in this trial, they donated a second machine for
about nine months, and they donated all the
time it took to install the equipment. They were
highly supportive, easy to work with and very
respectful of the scientific process.”

Together with fellow faculty researchers Wendy
Anemaet and Amy Hammerich, Dr. Bade con-
ducted a clinical trial in 2015 entitled “Efficacy
of Eccentric Resistance Training in Persons with
Knee Osteoarthritis.”

The study featured 33 subjects, aged 50 years or
older, with knee pain and a minimum of 3 out
of 6 EULAR criteria for knee OA. Subjects per-
formed their assigned intervention on the Eccen-
tron twice per week for 8 weeks for a total of 16
sessions. All patients were assessed at baseline
and at the end of the intervention.

“An additional benefit is the low cardiovascular
demand,” added Dr. Bade. “The Eccentron has
been shown to be safe for patients with heart
conditions or high blood pressure, which is im-
portant given the high number of individuals
with heart conditions. By improving strength, pa-
tients can become more efficient in their daily ac-
tivities further reducing cardiovascular demand.”

The research is continuing at Regis University.
Today the team is adding more patients to the
study and will be able to compare two different
protocols against a control group. The team has
submitted the study for presentation this sum-
mer and hopes to publish the findings within the
next year.
